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Title: Exploration on the Reconstruction of Curriculum System and Evaluation Mechanism of
Ancient Chinese Literature from the Perspective of Interdisciplinary Studies

Abstract: In recent years, with the introduction of concepts such as “new liberal arts” and the
promotion of the teaching concept of “ideological and political education in the classroom”,
the drawbacks of the traditional ancient Chinese literature curriculum system have become
increasingly apparent. To reform this drawback, it is necessary to reconstruct the ancient
Chinese literature curriculum system from the perspective of interdisciplinary studies. The
intersection of Chinese ancient literature with other disciplines presents three forms: the
integration of literature, history, and philosophy; the blurring of the boundaries between
literature and Practical Writing; and the symbiosis and co-prosperity of literature and art.
Based on the above three points, when reconstructing the curriculum system of ancient
Chinese literature from the interdisciplinary perspective, it is necessary to re-select the course
content, continuously improve the course teaching methods, appropriately adjust the course
organization forms, and continually optimize the course assignment design. Meanwhile,
evaluation criteria and methods should be established from three dimensions: teachers, courses,
and students. Additionally, teaching plans need to be adjusted in real-time based on
instructional feedback to enhance teaching efficiency.
