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Title: Research on the Serial Novels in the Supplements of 7in Tin Daily News in the 1990s
(1992-1994)

Abstract: Tin Tin Daily News had a 40-year development journey, but ultimately withdrew from
the Hong Kong newspaper stage in the early 21st century due to reasons such as economic losses.
The closure of Tin Tin Daily News was not an abrupt collapse but had shown signs of trouble in
the 1990s. After sorting out the serial novels in the supplement of this newspaper from 1992 to
1994, it was found that the supplement of 7in Tin Daily News experienced a change in content
from mainly featuring serial novel columns to mainly featuring essay columns. Analyzing in the
context of Hong Kong’s commercialized social environment, the decline of the serial novel
columns in the supplement of 7in Tin Daily News was the result of multiple factors, including
changes in newspaper management rights, diversified development of the media, and changes
in the social focus during the transition period before Hong Kong’s return. Essentially, the
changes in the content of newspaper supplements are continuous adjustments made by
publishers in the free market competition, aimed at sales profitability and readers’ needs.

With the increasing development of visual media, readers’ aesthetic habits have
undergone profound changes. They are no longer satisfied with simple textual narratives but
expect a more intuitive and impactful audiovisual experience. The imitation and borrowing of
cinematic narratives in online literature creation cater to this aesthetic trend, aiming to conquer
readers and expand the audience to the greatest extent possible. However, we must also
recognize that excessive “mirroring” behavior may also undermine the literariness of online
literature. If online literature authors pursue visual spectacles while neglecting the unique value
of literary language and artistic expression, the work can easily become shallow and vulgar. Wu
(2024) also mentions in the book that the changes in the media environment reflect the enormous
changes in the medium that literary writing relies on, but also mean that a cultural behavior that
is disciplined by an ordered cultural mechanism is disintegrating. Therefore, how to adhere to
the bottom line of literary creation while absorbing the strengths of cinematic narratives is a
serious issue facing every online literature writer.

1.2 Mimicking Game Narratives: Pursuing an “Interactive” Immersive Experience

In addition to film and television, games are also an object that online literature creation strives
to imitate and learn from. In fact, the “mimicry” of game narratives in online literature goes
further than the imitation of cinematic narratives, exhibiting stronger interactivity and immersion.

However, in the Internet context, readers are no longer satisfied with passive acceptance but
yearn to participate in textual creation and interact with the work.

While the imitation and borrowing of media forms such as film, television, and games by online
literature expands the realm of expression, it also inevitably has a certain dissolving effect on
the aesthetic individuality of online literature. In “Inheritance Path and Literary Evolution: A

Some works pile up flowery
language and are keen on sentimental rendering, lacking profound ideological enlightenment,
resulting in the loss of literariness.

Essentially, the dissolution of the literariness of online literature by “media mimicry”
reflects the predicament of the deconstruction of “literary centrism” in the Internet context. In
the print era, literature could still occupy the center of cultural discourse with its linguistic charm
and ideological power. However, in the multimedia era, literature has to compete with various
media forms such as film, television, and games, and its hegemonic position in discourse is
increasingly waning. If online writers blindly cater to the trend of media convergence while
ignoring the inherent characteristics of literature, their works can easily become “vassals” of
other media forms. Of course, this does not mean that we should take a completely negative
attitude towards “media mimicry”. Wu (2024) also points out in the book that the “mediatization”
tendency of online literature not only brings about the loss of literary expression but also nurtures
the possibility of literary innovation. The key is that we need to seek a dialectical balance
between “vulgarity” and “elegance”, between “popular” and “classic”.

2.2 The Gains and Losses of Mediatization: Literary Breakthroughs in the Context of
Internet Dissemination

Although “media mimicry” has had a certain impact on the literariness of online literature, we
should also recognize that it objectively provides new possibilities for the dissemination and
value realization of online literature. Wu (2024) points out in the book that although the
“mediatization” of online literature implies a certain “distortion”, it also means a “rebirth”. The
Internet era has given literature the wings of dissemination, providing it with a brand-new living
space of “liquidity”” and “cross-border”.

Many excellent online literary works have gained a “second life” through
film, television, and game adaptations, achieving a double harvest of commercial and social
values. On the other hand, the “mediatization” of online literature also provides a broad space
for the extension and re-creation of literary content. In the process of cross-media adaptation,
the original literary motifs gain new interpretation space, giving birth to a new aesthetic form.
At the same time, we should also soberly recognize that “mediatization” may also have certain
negative impacts on the value realization of online literature. Driven by commercial interests,
some adapted online literary works excessively cater to market tastes, becoming vulgar and
lowbrow in content and overly relying on visual spectacles in form, ultimately resulting in the
loss of the literary core. Thus, how to adhere to the bottom line of literary creation in the context
of media convergence and pursue the organic unity of content and form is a major challenge
facing online literature creators. As Wu (2024) says, we should neither regard “mediatization”
as an “accomplice” to the degeneration of online literature, nor should we view it as a “panacea”
for literary innovation. In reality, we need to view this issue with a dialectical perspective,
recognizing the opportunities brought by “media mimicry” for the dissemination of online
literature while also being alert to the possible loss of literariness it may bring. Only by grasping
the balance between tradition and modernity, between classics and popularity, can online
literature achieve its own breakthrough and transcendence.

2.3 Symbiosis and Integration: The “Quadrant” Development Path of Literature and
Media

Combining the above analysis, it is not difficult to see that the phenomenon of “media mimicry”
in online literature actually reflects the complex relationship between literature and media in the
Internet era. This relationship is neither simply oppositional nor blindly convergent,but presents
a dialectical “symbiotic” state. As Wu (2024) points out in the book, for online literature to truly
achieve its own breakthrough and innovation, the key lies in constructing a “quadrant”
development path, achieving a dynamic balance between mediatization and literariness,
innovation and tradition.

Online literature writers should actively embrace the trend of media
convergence, leverage the advantages of new media platforms, innovate expression methods,
expand dissemination channels, and make excellent works “live” and “move”, achieving a win-
win situation of social and economic benefits. On the other hand, while “mediatizing”, online
literature should also focus on upholding and sublimating “literariness”. The key to literature

being literature lies in the charm of its language, the power of its thought, and the height of its
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aesthetics (Attridge, 2017, p. 109). Online literature writers should guard against the trend of
pandering to vulgarity, discover the beauty of life, and with a high degree of cultural self-
consciousness and artistic training, shape unforgettable classic characters and create soul-stirring
aesthetic moments. Only by continuously deepening the concern for reality and highlighting the
humanistic spirit can online literature truly achieve a gorgeous transformation from “media
mimicry” to “literary mimicry”.

Undoubtedly, the “quadrant” development of online literature is not achieved overnight; it
requires the joint efforts of the industry, creators, critics, readers, and other parties. As Wu (2024)
says, we should view the phenomenon of “media mimicry” from the dual perspectives of
“immersion” and “transcendence”, deeply observing its rationality in the times while
maintaining the necessary critical distance, guiding it towards a path of healthy development.
Only by finding the best fit between tradition and modernity, between literature and media, can
online literature truly achieve a creative transformation of making the ancient to serve the present

and the foreign to serve China, radiating with even more dazzling brilliance of the times.

3. Inheritance and Evolution: Academic Reflections on the Phenomenon of “Media
Mimicry” in Online Literature

3.1 “Immersive” Research: Understanding the Contemporary Logic of “Media Mimicry”
Faced with the emerging cultural phenomenon of “media mimicry” in online literature, we
cannot simply stay at the level of superficial description and value judgment, but must delve into
it and grasp its contemporary logic and internal mechanisms from an “immersive” research
perspective.

In
this process, the boundaries between writers and readers are increasingly blurred, and literary
production is increasingly exhibiting an “interactive” characteristic. At the same time, literary
dissemination has also broken the shackles of linear flow, presenting a new situation of “three-
dimensionalization” and “fragmentation”. The frequent cross-border movement of online
literature between different media forms is an active response to this new state of dissemination.
Only by deeply grasping these new mechanisms can we reveal the logic behind the occurrence
of the “media mimicry” phenomenon.

Second, we also need to explore the deep aesthetic connotations behind “media mimicry”.
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Wu (2024) mentions in the book that the “flamboyant symptom” of online literature reflects the
strong appeal of grassroots writing for “enchantment” in the Internet era. On the surface, online
literature’s imitation of film, television, and game narratives has a certain utilitarian and vulgar
nature. But behind this “flamboyance”, can we also glimpse a new aesthetic pursuit? In fact, the
mediatized writing of online literature largely reflects the change in mass aesthetic tastes in the
Internet context, embodying a “new sensibility” that seeks sensory stimulation and yearns for
immersive experiences. This is a brand-new aesthetic landscape that is different from the
traditional poetic lyricism of literati, and it deserves our prudent treatment.

As an emerging cultural style, the “media mimicry” phenomenon of online literature is
inevitably rooted in a specific contemporary context. We need to adopt an “immersive” research
perspective, delve into it, examine its texture, grasp its pulse, and then we can reveal the
generative logic and aesthetic connotations behind it. This not only helps us clarify the path
choices for the development of online literature but also provides an excellent entry point for us
to reflect on the contemporary cultural context.

3.2 “Distanced” Criticism: Promoting the Dual Transcendence of Mediatization and
Literariness in Online Literature

On the basis of deeply grasping the “media mimicry” phenomenon of online literature, we also
need to maintain a certain critical distance and examine the possible predicaments and challenges
it may bring with a calm and prudent eye. Wu (2024) proposes in the book to conduct “distanced”
criticism of online literature, which can be said to hit the nail on the head. The so-called
“distancing” means to jump out of the vortex of online carnival and reflect on the crux of online
literature development with a transcendent posture and a broad vision, and then explore the
possible paths for it to achieve aesthetic sublimation.

First, we must face up to the impact and dissolution of literariness brought about by “media
mimicry” on online literature. Under the constraints of cinematic and gamified modes of
expression, some online literary works overemphasize sensory stimulation and neglect language
crafting and aesthetic sublimation, resulting in the decline of literariness. At the same time,
online literature presents a tendency of “typification” and “homogenization” in the context of
media convergence, which to a certain extent also dissolves the individual tension of literary
creation (Darby, 2013, p. 150). We cannot turn a blind eye to these issues, but must take an active
critical stance and guide online literature creation back to the essence of literary expression.

Second, in the face of the various predicaments brought about by “media mimicry”, we
must explore the roadmap for online literature to achieve aesthetic sublimation with a
constructive attitude. In Wu Changqing’s view, the key for online literature to achieve self-
transcendence lies in cultivating its own cultural character and aesthetic individuality (Wu, 2024).
On the one hand, online literature needs to explore new modes of expression in the context of

media convergence and achieve creative breakthroughs in aspects such as narrative, style, and
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theme; on the other hand, online literature needs to pay more attention to the tempering of its
spiritual core and expand the depth and strength of literature in aspects such as realistic concerns,
human nature exploration, and philosophical speculation.

It can be said that “distanced” criticism points out the direction for the healthy development
of online literature. It tells us that in the face of the complex cultural landscape of “media
mimicry”’, we need to learn to think from different perspectives and observe from multiple angles,
exploring the laws of literary evolution through critical interpretation.

3.3 Inheritance and Innovation: Developing the Cultural Character and Aesthetic
Landscape of Online Literature

Furthermore, the academic reflection on the “media mimicry” phenomenon of online literature
ultimately needs to be implemented in the consideration of the development prospects of online
literature. In Wu Changqing’s view, the key for online literature to achieve its own rise and
sublimation lies in the creative transformation of traditional resources (Wu, 2024). In other
words, integrating the classics with the Internet, integrating China with the outside world,
integrating intellectuals with netizens, and constructing a brand-new cultural character and
aesthetic style are the tasks of the times facing online literature.

From the dimension of inheritance, online literature needs to be good at drawing
nourishment from traditional culture. Chinese literature has a long history and profound depth,
accumulating rich ideological and aesthetic resources. Online literature writers need to adopt a
posture of “cultural self-consciousness” and strive to integrate the excellent genes of Chinese
literature, such as classical poetic wisdom, romantic imagination, and realistic critical spirit, into
contemporary writing practice, injecting strong momentum into the content construction of
online literature. At the same time, online literature also needs to actively absorb the advanced
experience of foreign literature and achieve its own improvement and expansion through
comparative interaction. Only in this way can online literature truly possess a cultural foundation
and depth.

From the dimension of innovation, online literature needs to be based on the contemporary
context and actively respond to the new aesthetic needs under the Internet ecology. The
prevalence of the “media mimicry” phenomenon indicates that contemporary audiences have a
strong desire for immersive and interactive reading experiences. Online literature writers need
to follow this trend and explore new paths and methods of expression in the context of media
convergence to shape new aesthetic styles. At the same time, online literature also needs to strive
to break the shackles of typification and homogenization, encourage diversified creation,
enhance originality, and create masterpieces. Only in the fusion of tradition and modernity, in
the interweaving of mediatization and literariness, can online literature ultimately achieve
aesthetic sublimation and radiate dazzling brilliance of the times.

In summary, the academic reflection on the “media mimicry” phenomenon of online

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literature is both an attitude of “intervention” and an attitude of “transcendence”. It requires us
to actively promote the cultural construction and aesthetic exploration of online literature with
an open mind on the basis of fully understanding the development laws of online literature,

ultimately achieving a historic leap in online literature.

Conclusion

Through a multi-dimensional analysis of the “media mimicry”” phenomenon in online literature,
we can see that this is a highly complex and paradoxical cultural landscape. On the one hand, it
reflects the profound changes in the modes of literary production and dissemination in the
Internet era; on the other hand, it also poses a great challenge to the individualized expression
of literary creation. Under the constraints of cinematic and gamified modes of expression, online
literature presents the developmental predicament of “typification” and “homogenization”, and
its literariness and aesthetic character are facing an unprecedented crisis. However, as Wu (2024)
discerns in “Inheritance Path and Literary Evolution: A Preliminary Discussion on the Creation
and Criticism of Chinese Internet Genre Literature in the 21st Century”, the “media mimicry”
tendency of online literature is not a one-dimensional cultural symptom, but a complex, ever-
changing, and paradoxical dynamic process. It implies a certain degree of “pandering” and
“distortion”, but it also contains infinite possibilities for literary innovation. The key is that we
need to treat this phenomenon with a developmental perspective and dialectical thinking,
accurately identifying its contemporary rationality while conducting necessary “distanced”
criticism, and exploring the way to reconstruct literary creativity between tradition and
modernity, classics and popularity. It can be said that an in-depth analysis of the “media mimicry”
phenomenon in online literature not only provides an important reference for understanding the
literary ecology of the Internet era but also offers an excellent entry point for reflecting on the
contemporary cultural context and re-evaluating the spiritual value of literature. It illuminates
that in the all-media era, the development of any literary style is not isolated and closed, but is
situated in an open and diverse cultural field. For literature to gain new life, the key lies in the
creative transformation of traditional resources and the active response to the contemporary
context. This is not only a task facing online literature writers but also a question that every
literary researcher needs to think deeply about.

Furthermore, the complexity of the “media mimicry” phenomenon in online literature
ultimately reflects the common predicament faced by contemporary literary development. In the
torrent of media convergence and the whirlwind of commercialization, literature seems to be
increasingly losing its own discourse power, and its spiritual value and aesthetic ideals are in
danger of being hollowed out. However, the hope of literature lies precisely in these paradoxes
and tensions. As Wu (2024) says, for literature to truly achieve self-breakthrough and

sublimation, the key lies in the creative excavation of “traditional resources” and the active
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response to the “language of the times”. On the one hand, we need to draw nourishment from
the profound accumulation of traditional culture. As the saying goes, “reviewing the old and
learning the new”, excellent literary traditions contain rich ideological and aesthetic resources,
which are the inexhaustible source of literary innovation. Online literature writers need to adopt
a posture of “cultural self-consciousness” and strive to absorb the excellent genes of Chinese
literature, such as classical poetics, romantic imagination, and realistic criticism, to inject a rich
humanistic heritage into online literature creation. Only by being rooted in the fertile soil of
national culture can online literature gain more lasting vitality. On the other hand, we also need
to be based on the contemporary context and actively respond to new aesthetic needs. The
prevalence of the “media mimicry” phenomenon indicates that in the Internet era, the masses
have a strong desire for immersive and interactive reading experiences. This is both an
opportunity and a challenge. Online literature writers need to actively explore new paths and
methods of expression on the basis of inheriting tradition, striving to create a brand-new literary
style that combines popularity and artistry, accessibility and thoughtfulness. Only in the fusion
of tradition and modernity, in the interweaving of mediatization and literariness, can online
literature ultimately achieve its own aesthetic transcendence.

From this perspective, the “media mimicry” phenomenon in online literature provides us
with a unique perspective to observe the development of contemporary literature. It illuminates
that in the face of a complex and diverse cultural context, we can neither be confined to simple
value judgments nor stay at the surface level of phenomenon description, but must examine the
evolutionary trajectory of online literature with a developmental perspective and historical
dimension. As Wu (2024) advocates in “Inheritance Path and Literary Evolution: A Preliminary
Discussion on the Creation and Criticism of Chinese Internet Genre Literature in the 21st
Century”, we need to grasp the generative logic of online literature in the dialectic of
“inheritance” and ‘“‘evolution”, not only seeing its inheriting relationship with traditional
literature and mainstream literature but also discerning the unique features it presents as an
emerging cultural style. Only in this way can we achieve the innovation of academic ideas and
research paradigms in online literature research. In fact, examining literary development with a
cultural perspective of “inheritance” and “evolution” is a highly universal theoretical
enlightenment. It tells us that the birth of any new literary style is not accidental, but has
profound cultural origins and contemporary foundations. Therefore, as researchers, we need to
jump out of the simple “binary opposition” thinking and intervene in literary phenomena with a
dual posture of “immersion” and “transcendence”, striving to grasp the essence of things behind
the appearance and discover the internal laws in the cacophony of voices. The academic
exploration of the “media mimicry” phenomenon in online literature is a vivid annotation of this

research paradigm.
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Regarded as the pinnacle of Chinese classical fiction, A Dream of Red Mansions ( { 2L
%) )has long been hailed as an unparalleled work of genius. This acclaimed assertion, however,
makes it difficult to “find an effective theory or methodology to give a new and effective answer
to the question of why the artistry of A Dream of Red Mansions was formed (L4 X, 2022,
p.1)”. Wang Huaiyi’s groundbreaking study recontextualizes this literary masterpiece within the
framework of classical Chinese mimetic theory, systematically investigating the dynamic
interplay between text and image, interiority and exteriority. Through this approach, he
intricately connects the novel’s unique artistic cosmos with the essence of traditional Chinese
aesthetics. In his preface, Gao Jianping astutely characterizes Wang’s work as “meticulous
scholarship demystifying fictional creation,” illuminating the monograph’s core contribution:
revealing the inevitable emergence underlying this “work of genius” through rigorous
intermedial analysis.

The enduring debate between genius and mimesis extends beyond Redology, constituting
a fundamental dialectic in aesthetic theory. When Kant conceptually opposed genius to mimesis,
western aesthetics began to take a paradigm shift to privilege the genius theory, manifesting the
discipline’s progression from concrete particularity to abstract universality, from heteronomy to
autonomy. However, such genius-centric frameworks tend to overemphasize the contingent and
fragmentary nature of artistic masterpieces, hence severing their organic connections to broader
cultural contexts. Contemporary scholarship witnesses a resurgent interest in classical traditions
as generative forces for aesthetic theorization, with Wang’s work epitomizing this intellectual
trajectory. By tracing continuous artistic lineages through practices of “Shi (Jifi)” “Fang ({/j)”
“Lin (IIf7)” “Ni (31)”, this book demonstrates how 4 Dream of Red Mansions identifies both as
Cao Xueqin’s individual genius and the apex of traditional artistry. Thus, the monograph
achieves dual breakthroughs: advancing A Dream of Red Mansions scholarship and contributing
to the development of indigenous Chinese aesthetic theories. In summary, A Dream of Red
Mansions is the dialectical synthesis of genius and mimesis, while The Iconic Origin of the Text
of A Dream of Red Mansions ( { (L) SCAERGIHIEER) )R 2022 FhR) is a
scholarly re-enactment of this creative mimesis process.

Through the author’s detailed investigation, it appears that there are numerous archetypal
models characterized by their stylistic consistency, formulaic structures, and recursive
manifestations in A Dream of Red Mansions. Notable examples include the intertextual dialogue
between Qiu Ying (fL5%)’s Along the River During the Qingming Festival ( &M LK) )
and The Plum in the Golden Vase ( {&:Jfiif#) ), the spiritual affinity between The Collected
Works of Tang Yin ( {JE# £E) ) and the philosophical underpinnings of 4 Dream of Red
Mansions, the imagistic resonance between Spring Morning in the Han Palace ( (U S FIR
i) ) and the architectural symbolism of Daguanyuan (K []), as well as the profound textual
influence exerted by Leng Mei (¥34)’s 4 Dream of Red Mansions Paintings ( {ZLHEEFE) )

on the novel’s original. This examination of text-image dynamics in A Dream of Red Mansions
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in fact “recontextualizes the novel within its original cultural matrix” (E4£ X, 2022, p.62 ). As
a result, it further unveils its authentic poetic essence, as well as manifesting the continuity and
regenerative capacity of Chinese civilization. The following provides a concise analysis of the
author’s four investigative clusters.

Firstly, in terms of the theory of text-image interplay, the structural progression and
aesthetic sensibilities of the Ming dynasty novel The Plum in the Golden Vase exhibit striking
parallels with Qiu Ying’s panoramic scroll Along the River During the Qingming Festival. The
integration of pictorial elements into literary narration, as exemplified in The Plum in the Golden
Vase, established a precedent for the visually oriented textual strategies later perfected in A4
Dream of Red Mansions. Wang Huaiyi critically re-examines Wu Han (3%f%)’s study of The
Plum in the Golden Vase through the conscious use of graphic-textual methodology to analyze
the relationship between Qiu Ying’s scroll and The Plum in the Golden Vase. Through
multifaceted analysis, including textually and visually, Wang demonstrates the socio-cultural
foundations underlying the mutual permeation of vernacular fiction, scroll painting, and drama
during the Ming-Qing period. Drawing from historical records and literati notes, he reconstructs
the creative process shared by the two books: “Both works constitute transformative adaptations
of earlier narrative traditions, progressively expanding their scope through the incorporation of
contemporary elements, ultimately coalescing into innovative artistic wholes (£ 3, 2022,
p.450).” Both works are common products of the social and cultural matrix of the late Ming
period. The Plum in the Golden Vase exemplifies the seamless fusion of text and image—a
synthesis that provided theoretical and practical frameworks for 4 Dream of Red Mansions’s
own intermedial narratives. The diverse images in The Plum in the Golden Vase (e.g., Li Pinger’s
portrait 2% ) Lf% 5) not only propel plot development but also visualize characters’ aesthetic
sensibilities and psychological depths, serving as documentary reflections of contemporary
social life and concepts. Similarly, A Dream of Red Mansions abounds with painterly textual
techniques and narratively charged artifacts, both of which are intentionally borrowed and used,
but can also be viewed as fortuitous coincidences. These intertextual engagements result from
Cao Xueqin’s deliberate stratigraphic mimesis of earlier traditions and the work’s shared
connection with its socio-cultural matrix behind these serendipities.

Secondly, in terms of the inheritance of specific texts, the poetic corpus in The Collected
Works of Tang Yin resonates profoundly with the imagery, plot structures, and philosophical
motifs in 4 Dream of Red Mansions. Wang Huaiyi documents five direct references to Tang Yin
in A Dream of Red Mansions, and thirty comparative analyses between Tang’s verses and Cao’s
text, revealing pervasive “Tang Yin elements” in A Dream of Red Mansions. While pure textual
philology is not the monograph’s primary focus, Wang establishes robust correlations through
empirical rigor. Yu Pingbo (61°F{H) previously posited that Daiyu’s iconic “Burial of Fallen
Blossoms” (% 1%E1t) episode derives from Tang Yin’s floral elegies: “Tang Bohu (1M 5Z)
dwelled at Peach Blossom Cottage. Before his hall lay half an acre planted with peonies. In
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bloom, he invited Wen Zhengming (3 f#{FH) and Zhu Zhishan (4% 111) to compose verses
beneath them, reveling day and night, occasionally wailing in anguish. As petals fell, he
commanded servants to gather each meticulously into brocade sacks, burying them east of the
herb garden, penning ‘Fallen Blossom Poems’ as requiem (f7*F{H, 2010, p.206)” Daiyu’s Ode
to Peach Blossoms ( {#k4£17) ) further demonstrates direct lineage to Tang’s Ode to the Peach
Blossom Hermitage ( {#k{E&FK) ). Wang expands this connection, arguing that Tang Yin’s
life experience and spiritual interests permeates the lifeworld of 4 Dream of Red Mansions’s
characters—Tang’s sorrow resonates with Daiyu’s, while the illusory quality of his paintings
mirrors the Taixu Illusory Realm (K K %] 3%)’s ontological ambiguities. Crucially, Wang
distinguishes between Tang’s and Cao’s mimetic practices: “In Tang Yin’s works, certain images
and scenarios merely replicate earlier poetic conventions without adding substantive innovation.
In contrast, A Dream of Red Mansions transforms almost all the images and motifs through
creative reinvention, integrating them as organic components of its artistic totality (4 X, 2022,
p-308)” Thus, Cao Xueqin transcends mere imitation, performing a genius reconfiguration—
breathing new life into established literary conventions through visionary adaptation.

Thirdly, in terms of the visualization of specific artworks, Tang Yin’s HaiTlang ChunShui
Tu ( (HFEEMER) |, Spring Slumber Under Crabapple Blossoms) and Qiu Ying’s Spring
Morning in the Han Palace serve as direct visual-textual anchors for 4 Dream of Red Mansions’s
descriptive passages. Wang points out that while HaiTang ChunShui Tu’s attribution to Tang Yin
remains contested, historical records confirm his creation of HaiTang Meiren Tu ( (#EHFE N
i) , Crabapple Beauty), and inscribed it with the verse: “Faded are the spring winds that
once adorned her face, Pitiable the butterfly powder and bee frenzy; To whom might she now
confide her thoughts? A heart brimming with spring entrusted to crabapple blossoms (%)< 78 JX
W, AT EOR SEEAE, B REMUER Y — FEOAEE . FIER, 2013, p.158)”
Significantly, Cao Yin (% #) owned a Beauty Painting (3¢ A\ &) of Tang Yin’s, which quite
resembled HaiTang ChunShui Tu, suggesting Cao Xueqin’s conscious inheritance from Tang Yin
of this poetic-pictorial tradition. The painting’s thematic essence visually resonates with scenes
like “Daiyu’s Spring Languor in Bamboo Lodge (3 il 1F % N /& #4 1% ) and “Drunken Xiangyun
Lying on a Peony Cushion (il z= [ Eb~j 2 #H)”, creating a graphic and textual intermedial
dialogue that provides nutrients for the visibility and sensibility of the text in 4 Dream of Red
Mansions. The graphical structure of Qiu Ying’s Spring Morning in the Han Palace further
provides architectural prototypes for the Daguanyuan—4A Dream of Red Mansions’ s symbolic
“Han Palace”. Wang delineates the narrative’s cosmic-temporal framework: “From the
primordial chaos of the Great Wasteland Mountain where Niiwa mended the heavens with
smelted stones, the narrative unfolds through the bustling mortal realm of Changmen in Suzhou,
to the cloistered world of Daguanyuan where its heroines enact their tragic destinies—though to
outsiders, they seemed to dwell in a gilded paradise—until beauty fades into twilight and souls

return to the mirage of origins. Readers immersed in the novel’s luxurious descriptions may
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overlook its cyclical structure: beginning and ending in primordial chaos, where painted realms
and poetic transcendence achieve their ultimate synthesis (£ PF X, 2022, p.372)” Wang Huaiyi
emphasizes that, akin to the “Han Palace”, the Daguanyuan—a secluded enclave of young
women—embodies a dual nature of enclosure and poeticism. This poetic essence arises from the
protective seclusion, yet is fated to perish under the very constraints of its isolation.

Fourthly, on the textual recreation of 4 Dream of Red Mansions: one version of 4 Dream
of Red Mansions Paintings, which has Leng Mei’s seal on it, represents a pivotal visual
reimagining of the novel’s early manuscript traditions. Wang Huaiyi substantiates plausible
social connections among Leng Mei, Cao Xuan (# &), and Cao Yin, noting their shared artistic
engagements under the cultural patronage of the Kangxi Emperor (FEEE)’s aesthetic regime. This
historical nexus, Wang argues, renders Leng Mei’s creative reinterpretations of 4 Dream of Red
Mansions manuscripts possible. As Wang asserts: “Beyond A4 Dream of Red Mansions Paintings,
I have identified eight additional works by Leng Mei explicitly engaging with A Dream of Red
Mansions narratives. This demonstrates that Leng Mei not only possessed a profound familiarity
with 4 Dream of Red Mansions, but also skillfully transmuted its narrative plots and iconic
scenes into painted scrolls(ZEPF X, 2022, p.418).” The artistic recreation of A Dream of Red
Mansions through works like Leng Mei’s paintings, Sun Wen’s A Dream of Red Mansions
Paintings (MR (AR K ), Gai Qi’s llustrated Odes to A Dream of Red Mansions (£2(¥

(A UK ) ), and Wang Tizhai’s Preliminary Sketches for A Dream of Red Mansions ({F
W75 (LR KA ) ) transcends mere textual illustration. These visual reinterpretations
constitute acts of creative mimesis wherein painters’ subjective consciousness transforms
imitation into innovation. Through layered engagements with the source text—ranging from
faithful scenographic reconstructions to symbolic reconfigurations—these artists reanimate Cao
Xueqin’ s literary universe while imprinting their own aesthetic philosophies onto the
regenerative body of A Dream of Red Mansions’ s cultural legacy.

The preceding four dimensions reveal that the mimesis in 4 Dream of Red Mansions is a
multilayered palimpsest that constantly rebirth through cultures. As Wang Huaiyi elucidates:
“The novel’s creation drew inspiration—or more precisely, structural paradigms—from
numerous pre-existing texts (including visual artifacts). These paradigms provided foundational
templates for narrative events and scenographic development. When contextualized within
broader art-historical trajectories, such scenes demonstrate intrinsic connections to analogous
images, events, atmospheres, and their embedded emotional-intellectual complexes across
Chinese art history (. X, 2022, p.54).” Yet modern readers, distanced from the novel’s
original socio-cultural milieu, often misinterpret Ming-Qing literati conventions as either
obscure technicalities or unprecedented innovations. Without generations of rigorous
philological scholarship, A Dream of Red Mansions’s poetic essence risks becoming inaccessible
to contemporary audiences, leading to the diminish of a cultural legacy. Wang’s binary

approach—excavating the novel’s cultural matrix while affirming Cao Xueqin’s genius in
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synthesizing this organic mimesis—echoes Jiang Kongyang’s aesthetic principle: “The creation
of beauty constitutes a cumulative emergence through layered stratifications.” 4 Dream of Red
Mansions epitomizes this process, with its artistic creation emerging from layered mimetic
practices. Wang conceptualizes the mimesis-creation dialectic through the paradox of “si shi er
fei” (ftl 72 1M1 9F, semblance yet difference):“The ‘semblance’ (shi) resides in adherence to
conventions; the ‘difference’ (fei) manifests as originality. Their dynamic tension embodies the
complex interplay between tradition and innovation. Great artists simultaneously pay homage to
tradition through patterned mimesis and transcend it through creative reinvention to realize
themselves (£ X, 2022, p.54)”

Wang’s The Iconic Origin of the Text of A Dream of Red Mansions unveils this stratified
mimetic architecture from the perspective of text-image interaction analysis. In artistic creation,
multi-sourced, multi-layered imitations weave a reticulate, stratified structure, whose nodal
connections—gradually absorbed into historical currents—can no longer be fully retained or
reconstructed. Ordinary individuals maintain only a fragile connection to the overall civilization
of mankind, their contributions sifted through time’s sieve. Exceptional artists, by contrast,
occupy more nodes and broader room within this “stratified network,” struggling to survive
through repeated historical folding—and this is how classics are born. For contemporary
receivers, “we can get a whole liberal education simply by picking up one conventional poem
and following its archetypes as they stretch out into the rest of literature (Northrop Frye, 1971,
p.100).”
